Leveling legs adjustment

Place the bathtub upside down on cardboard to protect the

surface. Adjust the legs so that they exceed the top of the edge of the skirt by 1/8". You

can use a 2x4 to take the measure as shown. Turn the tub over to confirm that it is stable
on the ground.

Validate that all legs are in contact with the ground.




Installation:

1. Remove the tub from its carton and place it on a rug or other protective

\ floor covering to prevent damage to tub or to the floor.
